Call For Nominations for 2004

Georgia Environmental Health Association

Member of the Year Award

To be eligible for the GEHA Member of the Year Award, the qualifications and work accomplishments of the individual being nominated must conform to the rules for eligibility which are set forth in “Rules Governing the GEHA Member of the Year Award.”

Eligibility:

1. Must be a citizen of Georgia at the time of nomination and must be a member of GEHA at least one year prior to being considered.

2. The award is to be made only when meritorious environmental health contribution has been made in the State of Georgia.  An annual award is not mandatory.

3. The achievements and contributions on which the award is to be based must have been completed within the five-year period immediately preceding January 1st of the year.

4. No person who has received the award shall be eligible for the same nomination within a period of five years after the date of recipiency.

Nominations:

1. No restrictions shall be placed as to persons submitting nominations.

2. Each nomination must be accompanied by factual information concerning the candidate, and accurate and complete resume of his/her work and achievements in environmental health with evidence supporting his/her achievements.

3. Each nomination must be screened and verified by the Awards Committee to determine factual information.

4. All nominations shall be submitted to the Awards Committee not later than March 31st
