2.      Must take registration exam within one(1) yr. After paying fee. Jim Pericaud made to accept the recommendation of an application forfeiting their exam fee if not taken within one (1) yr. with a provision to give an extension if the applicant can't take the exam because of extenuating circumstances to be approved by the GBREHP. Second by Cheryl Turner. Motion carried.

3.
