The Georgia Board of Registered Environmental Health Professionals (GBREHP) is encouraging all previously Registered Sanitarians/Registered Environmental Health Specialists to take advantage of a unique opportunity for reinstatement of those credentials.  Previously Registered Sanitarians/Registered Environmental Health Specialists throughout the nation must sit for examination in order to reactivate expired credentials.  This has been true in Georgia, as well, but for a limited period of time, you can renew your credential without examination.  We are looking forward to hearing from you and welcoming you back to the Board!

The Georgia Board of Registered Environmental Health Professionals recommended a change to the Georgia Environmental Health Association By-Laws, which GEHA approved on July 9, 2004.  The change is in the GEHA By-Laws, Article VII – Section 5.E.2, which reads:

   “Any person who was formerly registered by examination by the Georgia Board of Registered Environmental Health Professionals, the former Georgia Board of Registered Professional Sanitarians, or any equivalent state or National Board, and whose credentials have expired, may be reinstated by submitting to the Board: a) an application with verification of the former registration/credential and b) payment of the current annual fee of $55, reinstatement fee of $50 and late fee of $10, and c) verification of 24 hours of continuing education, provided the application, fees and continuing education verification are submitted to the Board within one (1) year of the effective date of this amendment.”

Please note that, to take advantage of this opportunity, you must have been registered by examination originally.  The effective date of the change is July 9, 2004, and the materials listed above must be submitted to the Board by the deadline date of July 9, 2005.   Enclosed please find an application form and a continuing education submittal form.  Feel free to make as many copies as you need.  Continuing education submissions must define the nature of the training, dates and hours of attendance, and speakers/instructors and their credentials.  Please submit the required items to:
